* Take off your shoes and wash hands and feet before entering

*  When you enter the main prayer hall, bow in front of the holy book,
touching the floor with your forehead

Sit quietly on the floor with your legs crossed, facing the Guru Granth
Sahib

Never point your feet at the Guru Granth Sahib as this is disrespectful
